	Title of Lesson:  The Way to London’s Sights…


	I. Purpose of Lesson:  

Create conditions for learning the prepositions of place and using them in students’ own speech.

	

	II. Assumptions.  
· That students listening levels are high enough to guess the meaning of prepositions from the video episode and to listen to the dialogue 

· That students have familiarity with the topic “London” to use the map without high difficulties in finding out the given sights

· That students have time management skills that will facilitate the amount of work required

· That students are familiar with reading strategies filling the missed information 

· That students skills are enough to read the suggested text in the exercise 



	

	III.   Instructional Critical Thinking Objective for the lesson:   

Given the map of London, the start point and the destination (e.g. From Buckingham Palace to Peter Pan Statue), two students will make their own short (no more than 8 replies from each participant) dialogue asking and giving the required information about the destination correctly.

	Supporting Activity for Objective #1:  

In the previous lessons students were learning different information about London that’s why they feel comfortable (as I hope) making their dialogues. But It’s the first lesson when they study the prepositions and simple phrases how to ask and explain the way to somewhere. 

· As a Teacher I should always seek opportunities for brainstorming (Critical Thinking in the Elementary Classroom: Problems and Solutions by Vera Schneider, author of Stepping Stones at https://blackboard.uoregon.edu/courses/1/201303.AEI33366/content/_7966648_1/Critical_Thinking_Schneider.pdf), so I am to write down “From Buckingham Palace to Peter Pan Statue”, “From St. Paul’s Cathedral to Tower of London”, “From Buckingham Palace to Trafalgar Square” and will encourage my students to guess about what we are speaking at the lesson that day (group work). 
· In the supporting activity for this objective, students will watch the video - Authentic materials (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=6tRvWNld_t4) to make the acquaintance of prepositions. To practice in pronunciation students are asked to repeat the prepositions after the speaker (see PPT https://drive.google.com/file/d/0Byo08l7SOfx9Z3ZJd2twbXU1OWM/edit?usp=sharing).  To be sure students understand the meaning of all prepositions correctly I ask them to do ex.18 p.65 in their Student’s Book (see https://drive.google.com/file/d/0Byo08l7SOfx9MmRUUFBrUHhJQU0/edit?usp=sharing).  If they have any difficulties, I am not readily find the translation for them (Critical Thinking in the Elementary Classroom: Problems and Solutions by Vera Schneider, author of Stepping Stones at https://blackboard.uoregon.edu/courses/1/201303.AEI33366/content/_7966648_1/Critical_Thinking_Schneider.pdf), but ask them a question like “How do you think?” or “Can you guess the meaning of…?” The other students can help them to guess. (general questioning)
The next step – students are asked to listen to the dialogue (see ex.15, p.54 https://drive.google.com/file/d/0Byo08l7SOfx9MmRUUFBrUHhJQU0/edit?usp=sharing) and try to guess what it is about. Students discussed the content in small groups and try to formulate the content in one sentence. (pair work) Having done this task, students practise to recognize some new common phrases and prepositions (see Activity Books p.47 ex.1 https://drive.google.com/file/d/0Byo08l7SOfx9VEYzcWllTV90b1U/edit?usp=sharing).

 Before the activation of dialogue speech, the teacher offers students to look at the map of London (pair work) – realia (students have them on their desks, you can see it in PPT https://drive.google.com/file/d/0Byo08l7SOfx9Z3ZJd2twbXU1OWM/edit?usp=sharing) and find the sights (each pair has a different task). The remembering activity requires some previous knowledge about sights in London. The knowledge level – recall information about asking and giving the way:
· From Buckingham Palace to Peter Pan Statue

· From St. Paul’s Cathedral to Tower of London

· From Buckingham Palace to Trafalgar Square

· From Tower Bridge to Bank of London 

Also the teacher can encourage students’ creativity (Critical Thinking in the Elementary Classroom: Problems and Solutions by Vera Schneider, author of Stepping Stones at https://blackboard.uoregon.edu/courses/1/201303.AEI33366/content/_7966648_1/Critical_Thinking_Schneider.pdf), having prepared a wide variety of materials for acting out their dialogues (caps, baton, extra chairs, pictures, postcards, bags etc.) and handouts with useful phrases. 

Next, each pair has 12 minutes for preparing a dialogue. When students are ready, everybody listens to each pair. (pair work) At the end of this task the students are invited to say about their feelings, what turns out well and what isn’t so well. (individual work)

	IV.  Implication of this lesson – Assuming that (most) students master this lesson to a satisfactory degree, what might be some implications of this lesson on their CT development? 

	This lesson give the students opportunity to feel themselves in London. They watch authentic video, walk along the streets in London. Pair work is used at the lesson when they make the dialogue with the instructions how to go to some places. Students not only tell their dialogues but are encouraged to use imagination and creativity to act it out with props.  The lesson is appropriate to the age and level of students who take part actively in different tasks.
I have to add some “warming-up” activities at the beginning of the lesson before CT activity and the reflection activity at the end of the lesson after CT activity.
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
