Тема: St.Valentine’s Day
Ситуация общения: Do you know…?
Цели мероприятия: Обучающая: научить связному монологическому высказыванию по теме «День святого Валентина»;
 • Развивающая: развить коммуникативные навыки и навыки письменной речи по теме;
 • Воспитательная: сформировать у обучающихся познавательный интерес и уважение к истории стран изучаемого языка; расширить кругозор обучающихся.
Задачи урока: Совершенствование лексических навыков по данной теме на уровне свободного высказывания в виде диалогической и монологической речи; развитие эстетического вкуса учащихся, расширение их кругозора, обогащение их внутреннего мира.
Языковой материал: лексика: express love for, be loved, valentine, kiss, hug, heart, romantic, Cupid, bunch of flowers, present, propose, date, couple, sweet hearts, be in love with, a romantic dinner, card, love at first sight, unrequited love, love story, to win smb’s heart, heart-throb, blind love, to you with love from, fall in love with.
Речевые тексты: Saint Valentine`s Day
Стихи, песни: 5 little hearts
Оснащение: карточки-сердечки с ЛЕ, тексты – легенда, текст песни, аудио, карточки.
Ход урока:

1.Орг. момент: Good day my dear boys and girls! Look at my presentation! Can you guess what we shall talk about (Slide 1). Yes, of course, it’s here again, St.Valentine’s Day-the 14th of February, the day when boys and girls, sweethearts and lovers, husbands and wives, friends and neighbours, and even the office staff exchange greetings of affection, undying love or satirical comment. (Слайд 1-3) 
2.Фонетическая зарядка
Repeat after me:

5 little hearts, all in a row
The first one said, "I love you so."
The second one said, "Will you be my Valentine?"
The third one said, "I will, if you'll be mine,"
The fourth one said, "I'll always be your friend."
The fifth one said, "Until the very end."

3.Основной этап:
I want to give you a definition of the word «love». Love is to like somebody very much. Could you give me your own definitions? What is love for you? The definitions of the world. «Love» can be serious or satirical. (Слайд 4) Take these cards (they are enclosed into the chewing gums «Love is….»). Read them.
And now, we read the legend (Слайд 5-7) about St. Valentine’s Day and then answer the questions: (Слайд 8-9)
This day is called so thanks to St. Valentine, who was the priest, and he has been sentenced to the death penalty. In the 3-rd century AD the Roman emperor has published the law forbidding the marriages. The legend says that the priest Valentine disobeyed that law and secretly married the couples who love each other.
In a dungeon Valentine treated the daughter of the jailer from blindness. Valentine and the girl fell in love with each other and they communicated by means of notes. Before the execution February, 14th of 270 years Valentine sent her last note and has signed it « From Valentine ».  Valentine's ashes have been buried in the church of St. Praksidis in Rome. The gate of the church has the name of "Valentine`s Gate".

In 496 year the Roman daddy Gelasius has declared on February, 14th the Valentine's Day and the sweat hearts of all the world consider as theirs the patron.

This holiday has been introduced to England during invasion of Romans into Britain. It began to be accompanied by a secret delivery of the gifts to the beloved. The symbol of this day is the heart and traditionally the couples who love each other send notes in the form of the heart.  Addition to any gift is the valentines - cardes. All the cards have a signature: "To you, with Love from Valentine", or "With Love from Valentine".

9. What’s the name of the card which the couples give each other? (It’s a valentine)
