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«Boyhood» is a story about a boy and his family. We follow his time from the age of six years old to about the age of eighteen. So about 12 years we follow this boy's life. The film will interest us with his extraordinary decision, the  director Richard Linklenter has been shooting the film for over twelve years.

Started filming in 2002, and every two weeks he rented Boy's Life, which changed the family members, there are different life circumstances, difficulties and love.

 Linklater somehow manages to authentically capture 12 years of life experiences into a beautiful and moving 3 hour film. You feel a genuine connection with these characters. 
Mason is a kid who grows up into an adult through the up and downs of the life. As he grows up, he sees things differently than other people. His family is usually not all like everyone else, his mother Olivia brings up two children, Mason and his sister Samantha. Over the course of the film, he became stronger, his nose and jaw lengthen, and his vocal settling on their adult pitch. 
The film is played by the actors: 
•Patricia Arquette and Ethan Hawke are Mason’s divorced parents, and Lorelei Linklater is his elder sister Samantha, who begins the film as about eight years old girl and ends it like a smart 20-years old woman.
With every minute of the movie I saw myself on Mason. We're both closed. That's curious to find someone like you. Just ask yourself — what do you remember about your childhood? 
To finish with I'd like to say « Boyhood» is both a nostalgic time travel which you won't forget.
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
