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Everyone has heard about Sherlock Holmes. Almost everyone has watched films about him. But have you ever read any book about this famous detective? I’d like to tell you a few words about one of the most widely – known books depicting Sherlock Holmes.

The Hound of the Baskervilles is the third of the four crime novels written by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle featuring the detective Sherlock Holmes. It is set largely on Dartmoor in Devon in England's West Country and tells the story of an attempted murder inspired by the legend of a fearsome, diabolical hound of supernatural origin. Sherlock Holmes and his companion Dr. Watson investigate the case. The Hound of the Baskervilles opens with a mini mystery—Sherlock Holmes and Dr. Watson speculate on the identity of the owner of a cane that has been left in their office by an unknown visitor. Wowing Watson with his fabulous powers of observation, Holmes predicts the appearance of James Mortimer, the owner of the found object and a convenient entrée into the baffling curse of the Baskervilles. Sir Charles Baskerville, baronet, is found dead on the grounds of his country house, Baskerville Hall. The cause is ascribed to a heart attack. Fearing for the safety of Sir Charles's nephew and the only known heir, Sir Henry Baskerville, coming from Canada to claim his inheritance, Dr James Mortimer travels to London and asks Sherlock Holmes for help.

The novel, the Hound of the Baskervilles, is, by all accounts, a classic. The Hound of the Baskervilles is a vibrant and engaging book which ought to be a solid entertainment for readers. I would certainly recommend it to people of any age. Its mystery isn’t predicated on the overuse of plot twists.
