Several years ago I found books of the famous English detective writer Agatha Christie on the bookshelf at home. I read them all and I liked them very much. But one story, “The Big Four”, differs from the others. And I’d like to tell you about it.

It’s one of the stories about the detective Hercule Poirot and his friend Hastings. But this book tells us not a quiet English detective story. Hercule Poirot doesn’t investigate some family secret, he doesn’t find a murderer among the characters we know from the beginning. It’s a story of the most dangerous gang of international criminals, the Big Four. They want to seize the world and only Poirot can stop them. The action is very dynamic and the reader follows the detective to different countries, looks for a kidnapped scientist, and solves mysteries of the Big Four. And as usual, nobody can predict the resolution.

This book can be a good story for a modern action film, though it was written in the 1920-th.
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
